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FLORIDA CIVIL RIGHTS ASSOCIATION CALLS ON US ATTORNEY GENERAL ERIC HOLDER TO LAUNCH A FEDERAL CIVIL RIGHTS INVESTIGATION AGAINST FOUR (4) POLICE OFFICERS WITH HOLLYWOOD POLICE DEPARTMENT
ORLANDO - The Florida Civil Rights Association calls on US Attorney General Eric Holder to direct the Justice Department to launch a federal civil rights investigation against four police officers of the Hollywood Police Department for their role in a crash cover-up caught on police video. 
According to the Associated Press (AP) the four involved police officers identified as: Dewey Pressley, Joel Francisco, Andrew Diaz and Karim Thomas are on administrative duty pending an investigation.

Placing these police officers on administrative duty is an outrage and an embarrassment to the people of the State of Florida, says J Willie David, III, President of the Florida Civil Rights Association. These police officers should be fire on the spot and arrested for their alleged criminal acts, said David.
The Civil Rights Chief said, calling on the US Attorney General to launch a federal civil rights investigation against these officers and the Hollywood Police Department will spend a clear message to other police officers in the ROGE COP business. This type of practice shown by Hollywood police should never be condoned by any member in law enforcement, David said. 
False accusations by any police officer will lead to miscarriage of justice at the hands of prosecutors, judges and jurors, David said. 

The Florida Civil Rights Association is concerned about Hollywood police abuse of power; will also conduct it own investigation to determine if there are other victims, especially African Americans, Haitians, and Latinos.   
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
