An emergency meeting was called by FCRA President David at 6:00 p.m. to address the crisis in Haiti and the upcoming historic Haitian-American Unity March to be held at the 26th Annual MLK Holiday Parade, Downtown Orlando on Saturday, January 16, 2010. 

Over 200 Haitian-Americans from Orlando, Tampa, Tallahassee, and South Florida are expected to participate in the historic march in honor of Slain Civil Rights Leader,          Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. The Haitian unity march will press forward until further notice.

FCRA President David formed a Humanitarian Task Force that will be led by FCRA Vice President Pastor Ernst Threvil and FCRA Haitian Affairs Council Chairman Frantz Fanfan to address this crisis.  This task force will work in conjunction with the American Red Cross and the Haitian Consulate in Orlando and the Consulate General in Miami . The Red Cross has a proven track record in swiftly and efficiently responding to major crisis such as this one, said David.

The Haitian Community express our sincere thanks to Governor Charlie Crist for his quick action to inform the US Department of State that Florida is ready to assist Haiti in any possible way, stated David.
